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John Martin, Jr., is the fourth son of Captain John Martin.

The date of birth for John Martin is not confirmed but is what most historians believe is
probably accurate. His date of death is only a guess, since he left a will that was dated
January 14, 1821, in Moore County, North Carolina. His named executors were his
brother - Murdoch Martin, Archibald McBryde, and Atlas Jones. The will was
probated\proved in May of 1924 and a copy is included in this memorial.

John Martin
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In his will John Martin, Jr. mentions no wife and no children of his own whichisin
accord with a history of Moore County that states he never married. In fact, he leaves
everything to his siblings and a nephew as below:

* Brother - Murdoch Martin

* Sister - Catherine Murchison (married to Kenneth Murchison)

* Sister - Florah Black

* Brother - William Martin's 6 children (William Martin married Flora McQueen) - The
heirs are Margaret, Sarah, Catherine, John, Sophia, and William.

* Sister - Florah McMillan (And notes that if she dies without issue, then split the
inheritance between his sisters Margaret Martin Martin and Florah Black.)

* Nephew - Donald Murchison

Many descendants of Mary Susan McDuffie believe her husband was this John Martin,
however, there is nothing found to confirm or substantiate this, so whoever Ms. Duffie
did marry, it was not John Martin, the son of Capt. John Martin from Isle of Skye in
Scotland.
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William Martin is Capt. John Martin's second son.

William Martin had a son named William Pinckney Martin, but William - the father was
never found with the middle initial of P or as Pinckney for his own middle name, soit's
not confirmed.

“William was both a planter and a merchant, and active in politics as well. He was a
member of the North Carolina House of Commons from 1788 to 1791, and the Senate
in 1793.

Possibly William Martin's greatest claim to fame was that he operated the Martin Old
Stores, an establishment that proved the old real estate maxim, 'it's location, and
location, and location!". Old Stores was located at a strategic place, on the intersection
of the Old Raleigh Road and the Old Yadkin Road at the top of the ridge line in Western
Moore County. The Old Raleigh Road is roughly along the same trace as present-day
#1241 now called Holly Grove School Road, and of course the Yadkin Road is now NC
